The Puppet Dance

The 'bal moderne’ was a stunningly successful formula in the
1990s. Throughout the evening, tens of dancers would learn steps
and sequences of moves with the help of a (sometimes famous)
choreographer before attacking the dance floor on their own.
There was nothing at stake, no challenge, no rank to maintain...
just the pleasure of being together, having fun, trying something
new and joining in a few bouts of giggles. Marc Calas, alias Monsieur
Truc, a musician and composer from Narbonne, has started up this
formula again, re-baptised 'Bal a facettes’ (mirror ball, as in the ball
that rotates in nightclubs), but has added objects... It is therefore
a puppet dance that he is putting on with a group of puppeteers
from Languedoc-Roussillon (Arema). The masters of ballet come
from object theatre, animated films... Even a (professional, female)
dancer is included in the team.

Dress how you like and get out of the house.

Let's get going with the ‘Muppet Slow’ dance! (and plenty of
others besides).

The dance will take place four times, twice in the town centre and
twice in the suburbs.

The Grand Huit puppets

As during the previous editions, the Grand Huit puppets, organised
by the association C6té Cour, will allow the distribution of shows
in around forty towns and villages in the county. Around fifteen
companies have been approached for this grand tour of the Ardennes.

The OFF Festival, organised by the MJC Gambetta since 1972, with
the collaboration of the association Les Petits Comédiens de
Chiffons and following consultations with the different neighbour-
hood organisations, offers companies who so wish the possibility
to present their shows.

Decentralisation

Within the framework of the project Interreg IV and in partnership
with the association C6té Cour, shows from the IN festival are this
year being put on as part of a one-off event in other towns and
notably in Belgium (Centre Régional Culturel de Nismes and the
Centre Culturel de Biévre). This project aims at favouring exchanges
across regional and national borders and between artists and
audiences alike in order to highlight a common cultural identity
based on puppetry’s traditional heritage.

Six shows will be ‘decentralised’ in this way.

How to get here?

By car
from Paris: from Paris: The A4 motorway to Reims, take the Reims
Saint-Rémi exit, then follow the signs to Charleville-Méziéres by
the A34.

from Cologne: The A4 motorway to Aix-la-Chapelle, then to Liége
by the (A3) E40, then Liége-Sedan by the A26 (E25) then the A4
(E411) and the N89.

Then Sedan — Charleville-Méziéres by the dual carriageway (A203).

from Bruxelles: The A7 (E19) motorway, then the A54 to Charleroi;
on the Ring-road, take the Philippeville exit — Porte de France, then
the dual carriageway to Couvin (N5), and from there Rocroi —
Charleville-Méziéres.

from Lille: The A27 motorway towards Tournai, then towards
Charleroi by the A16 then the A15; on the Ring-road, take the
Philippeville exit, then the dual carriageway to Couvin (N5), and
from there Rocroi — Charleville-Méziéres or the A23 motorway,
take the Le Quesnoy exit, then Landrecies, Hirson

and Charleville by the N43.

from Luxembourg: The A4 (E25) motorway to Arlon, then the
N83. 4 km before Bouillon turn left onto the N58, Sedan then
Charleville-Méziéres.
